The Government of Indonesia has received financing from the Islamic Development Bank toward the cost of the Indonesia Health Systems Strengthening Project, and intends to apply part of the proceeds for consultant services.

The services include technical support for the preparation, distribution management, functional testing, licensing, and administration of medical equipment, as well as the development of equipment lists, technical specifications, and cost estimates based on needs and market analysis for the Indonesia Health Systems Strengthening Project.

The Directorate General of Advanced Health of the Ministry of Health now invites eligible consulting firms (“Consultants”) to indicate their interest in providing the services. Interested Consultants must provide specific information which demonstrates that they are fully qualified to perform the services (brochures, description of similar assignments, experience in similar conditions, availability of appropriate skills among staff, etc.).
The detailed shortlisting criteria are provided in Annex 1 of this REOI. Evaluation at this stage will be limited to the qualifications, experience, and capacity of the firm. In accordance with IsDB procurement principles, Key Experts will not be evaluated at the shortlisting stage.

The attention of interested Consultants is drawn to Chapter 1 Paragraphs 1.12.1 and 1.12.2 of the Guidelines for Procurement of Consultant Services under Islamic Development Bank Project Financing, April 2019 edition, revised in February 2023 (the “Procurement Guidelines”), setting forth IsDB’s policy on conflict of interest.

Consultants may associate with other firms to enhance their qualifications, but should indicate clearly whether the association is in the form of a joint venture and/or a sub-consultancy. In the case of a joint venture, all the partners in the joint venture shall be jointly and severally liable for the entire contract, if selected.

A consultant will be selected in accordance with the Quality and Cost Base Selection (QCBS) method from a shortlist of International Consulting Firms, as set out in the Procurement Guidelines (current edition).

I. NOTICE OF SHORT-LISTING
1. The Republic of Indonesia, through the Ministry of Finance, has received Financial Assistance from the Islamic Development Bank (IsDB) to finance the Indonesia Health Systems Strengthening Project IDN-1070.
2. The Selection Committee under the Ministry of Health intends to pre-qualify for the following services: Equipment Consultant (EQC) for The Indonesia Health Systems Strengthening Project IDN – 1070.
3. SHORT LISTING is open to international firms with the qualification according to the Guidelines for Procurement of Consultant Services under Islamic Development Bank Project Financing (April 2019, revised in February 2023).
4. Interested eligible consultants may obtain further information and download the SHORT LISTING document in the Ministry of Health’s procurement portal at https://spseicb.lkpp.go.id/spseicb/ 
5. The SHORT-LISTING documents must be duly completed and submitted to the Selection Committee as according to schedule and procedures in the Ministry of Health’s procurement portal at https://spseicb.lkpp.go.id/spseicb/. Document which are received late will not be considered and left unopened.

II. INTRUCTIONS FOR SHORT-LISTING APPLICATIONS
A. General
1. The Selection Committee will receive applications for the SHORT-LISTING of eligible consultants for the consultancy services for Equipment Consultant (EQC) for The Indonesia Health Systems Strengthening Project IDN - 1070.

2. The consultant should have capacity in providing required professional staffs in number and qualifications as well as supporting facilities to conduct Equipment Consultant (EQC) activities at Project Management Unit (PMU) to ensure quality control, EQC brings in additional support to strengthen the PMU's capabilities.

3. The consultants may act as a single firm or association consisting of two firms.

B. Submission of Application for SHORT-LISTING
1. Applications for SHORT-LISTING have to be submitted not late than [15:00] WIB dated [27/01/2026] following schedule and procedures in the Ministry of Health’s procurement portal at https://spseicb.lkpp.go.id/spseicb/ Documents which are received late will not be accepted.
2. Any inquiries should be submitted in writing in English 
3. All the short-listing forms must be filled. If necessary, additional sheets may be attached
4. All documents submitted by the applicants shall be treated as confidential and will not be returned.
5. The Selection Committee will inform all applicants of the result of their application. The Selection Committee reserves the right to reject or accept any application and to annul the short-listing process and reject all applications, without thereby incurring any liability to the affected applicants or any obligation to inform the applicants of the grounds for the action.
C. Evaluation of Application for SHORT-LISTING
1. The Selection Committee will determine the eligibility of each applicant to participate in the consultancy services for Equipment Consultant (EQC) being financed by the Islamic Development Bank. The selected applicants will be proposed to IsDB for approval.
2. The group factors: experience, financial capacity and technical capability (staff and facilities provided by consultants, such as computers, networks, autocad, etc) will be compared with a predetermined set of minimum values. In order to be prequalified, the applicant must obtain at least the minimum value for each group factor.
The shortlisting evaluation in detail:
a. Registration and Experience: Be an established consultancy company with expertise in equipment consulting and/or procurement.
b. Foreign Funding Expertise: Possess familiarity with procedures, arrangements, and requirements specific, preferable to foreign funding project implementation.
c. Government Agency Collaboration: Demonstrating experience working effectively with government agencies involved in loan/grant financing mechanisms is preferable.
d. Comprehensive Team Staffing: Be able to provide a team with the necessary expertise to fulfill all consultancy services outlined in the Terms of Reference (TOR).
e. Proven Track Record: Have documented experience (at least 10 years) delivering equipment consulting services, including:
1. Designing equipment lists and technical specifications.
2. Supervising equipment installation, testing, and commissioning.
3. Prior experience with multi-lateral funded projects is highly desirable.
f. Relevant Skills and Experience: Possess the necessary skills and experience for successful healthcare project completion.
Key Experts will not be evaluated at the shortlisting stage.
3. An applicant’s financial capacity will be evaluated based on net value, working capital and the value of the unfinished portion of current contracts.
4. In case discrepancies are found in the information submitted, the application shall be considered as unsatisfactory, and the applicant not eligible to bid. 
5. The decision of the Selection Committee of The Indonesia Health Systems Strengthening Project IDN - 1070 will be final and inviolable.
