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CONTRIBUTION AGREEMENT 
BETWEEN
THE ISLAMIC DEVELOPMENT BANK

The Ministry of [XYZ] of [COUNTRY NAME], hereafter referred to as ‘Mo[X] [COUNTRY NAME]’, with funds provided by the Islamic Development Bank, and the United Nations Children’s Fund, hereafter referred to as ‘UNICEF’ agree to the following:
ARTICLE I: THE PROGRAMME
I.1.	UNICEF will provide technical support to the project “[PROJECT NAME]”, hereafter referred to as ‘the Programme’ as described in the Project Appraisal Document with due diligence, together with Mo[X] [COUNTRY NAME] and other local partners.
I.2.	No changes to the Programme activities and timeframe shall be made except after prior consultation between UNICEF and Mo[X] [COUNTRY NAME], with prior agreement of the Islamic Development Bank.
ARTICLE II: THE CONTRIBUTION
II.1	The Mo[X] [COUNTRY NAME] agrees to make available an amount of USD [XYZ] (the “Contribution”) to UNICEF to implement the Programme. This Contribution includes 5% recovery support costs for UNICEF in accordance with the UNICEF Executive Board Decision 2013/5 of 08 February 2013. This cost recovery (5%) and technical assistance costs will be included in the budget when developing the detailed operational plan and budget.
II.2.	The Contribution will be valid for a period of [X] years equivalent to [XY] months commencing on (DATE OF SIGNING OF THIS AGREEMENT) and expiring on (THE FIFTH YEAR OF THE DATE PRECEEDING THE DATE OF SIGNATURE OF THIS PRESENT AGREEMENT). This period may be extended in writing by agreement between the parties.
II.3	The Mo[X] [COUNTRY NAME] will disburse the Contribution in accordance with the budget in the Project Appraisal Document as follows:
(a) The payment will be in [X] instalments, the first payment of USD [XY], after the signature of this Agreement, and the second payment of USD [XY], one month after the submission of the 2nd disbursement request, when the conditions for receiving the second instalment are met.

(c) The Mo[X] [COUNTRY NAME] will notify UNICEF, Global Shared Service Centre (GSSC) by email (gssccashier@unicef.org), of the following: (i) the amount transferred, and (ii) value date of the transfer, (iii) that the transfer is from the Mo[X] [COUNTRY NAME] for the specified UNICEF programme, using both the Mo[X] [COUNTRY NAME] and UNICEF reference numbers when possible.
(d) UNICEF GSSC shall issue a receipt of the Contribution.
II.4	Funds provided by the Mo[X] [COUNTRY NAME] shall be subject to the internal and external auditing procedures provided in the UNICEF’s Financial Regulations and Rules.
II.5	Interest earned on the cash balance of the Contribution shall be used in accordance with UNICEF’s Financial Regulations and Rules.
II.6	On completion of the Programme, any remaining unspent balance of USD10,000 or less should be transferred to UNICEF Regular Resources. Any unspent balance above USD10,000 may be utilized for similar purpose but with prior consent from the Mo[X] [COUNTRY NAME] AND the Islamic Development Bank.
ARTICLE III: NARRATIVE AND FINANCIAL REPORTING
III.1	UNICEF and the Mo[X] [COUNTRY NAME] will submit to the Islamic Development Bank an annual progress narrative report on the use of the Contribution not later than end March of each year, and a final programmatic report not later than end March of the year following the year in which the project is completed. The narrative report will be prepared in accordance with UNICEF reporting procedures, outlining: implementation of activities, progress achieved towards the results, and the key challenges/constraints faced. 
III.2	UNICEF will submit to the Islamic Development Bank AND the Mo[X] [COUNTRY NAME] an annual cumulative financial statement of account certified by the UNICEF Comptroller, showing income and expenditures as of 31 December of each year of the Contribution, not later than 30 June the following year.
III.3	UNICEF shall provide a final financial statement of account, certified by UNICEF Comptroller, within eighteen months after the expiry of the Contribution.
III.4	In addition to the requirements set out in III.1 and III.2, the Islamic Development Bank AND the Mo[X] [COUNTRY NAME] may reasonably request additional information concerning the Programme and its progress.
III.5	UNICEF will notify the Islamic Development Bank AND the Mo[X] [COUNTRY NAME] of opportunities to participate in the monitoring and evaluation of the Programme. The Islamic Development Bank AND the Mo[X] [COUNTRY NAME] may send their representatives on field missions in the areas covered by the Programme at the Mo[X] [COUNTRY NAME]’s own costs. The Islamic Development Bank AND the Mo[X] [COUNTRY NAME] will provide UNICEF with 30 days’ notice of any field missions in the areas covered by the Programme.

ARTICLE IV: SUPPLEMENTARY PROVISIONS
IV.1	UNICEF will identify the Mo[X] [COUNTRY NAME] as a sponsor of the Programme in all related reports. The Islamic Development Bank’s and the Mo[X] [COUNTRY NAME]’s names and logos will be included in press reports and in any information material prepared by UNICEF in connection with the Programme.
IV.2	The Islamic Development Bank, the Mo[X] [COUNTRY NAME] and UNICEF agree to closely collaborate on all matters related to the implementation of the Programme. Any other matter which falls outside the scope of this Agreement will be determined in a manner mutually acceptable to the Islamic Development Bank, the Mo[X] [COUNTRY NAME] and UNICEF following the exchange of written confirmation.
IV.3	The Mo[X] [COUNTRY NAME] and UNICEF may terminate this Agreement within sixty (60) days’ written notice to the other party. The obligation assumed by the parties under this Agreement shall survive the termination of the Agreement to the extent necessary to permit the orderly conclusion of activities, the withdrawal of personnel, funds and property, the settlement of accounts between the parties and the settlement of contractual liabilities that are required in respect of any subcontractors, consultants or suppliers.
IV.4	Any dispute or claim arising out of, or in accordance with this Agreement or any breach thereof shall, unless settled by direct negotiation, be settled in accordance with the dispute resolution provisions of the Basic Cooperation Agreement between UNICEF and the Government of [COUNTRY NAME].  
IV.5	Nothing in or relating to this Agreement shall be deemed a waiver of any privileges and immunities of the Islamic Development Bank, and the Mo[X] [COUNTRY NAME] or UNICEF.
IV.6	The date of this Agreement shall be the date of which it is signed and dated by the authorized representative of the party last to sign and date the same.
The Mo[X] [COUNTRY NAME] and UNICEF have signed and delivered this Agreement in duplicate in the English language, each considered an original and both to the same and one effect as of the date of Agreement.
