The project is expected to compensate for the
lack of health services for the needy population
in rural and remote areas in the seven recipient
countries. The project will also contribute to the
UN Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs),
with emphasis on reducing communicable
diseases associated with child and maternal
mortalities. However, this does not mean the
mobile clinics project will replace the services
provided by the health ministriesin the recipient
countries. Likewise, the project cannot be a
solution to the health problems facing those
countries; rather, it is intended to serve as an
enabler for health services.

Way Forward:

The project extends over seven-year period,
starting from early 2015 to the end of 2023. The
design and manufacture of the clinics take two
years. Fael Khair Program will continue to finance
the operation of the project for five years before
handing it over to the local communities.

Implementation is well underway, but varies
from onecountrytoanother,withsomecountries
making good progress while in other countries
the project is still in early stages. Pakistan
and Bangladesh will be the first countries to
receive these units, followed by Tajikistan and
Kyrgyzstan.

Except with India, all Agreements with targeted countries were signed. For India, the IsDB will deal directly
with NGOs as per the communications with Indian authorities.

Moreover, the contractors for supply and operation of the Mobile Medical Units (MMUs) were signed for

Pakistan, Bangladesh, Tajikistan and Kyrgyzstan.

The Government of Afghanistan preference is to establish a specialized cardiology hospital in Kabul to
help the poor who cannot travel outside the country for heart disease treatment as well as building a four

Objectives of the project:

Since inception of the project, several operations were
implemented inside Myanmar comprising mainly food baskets,
primary health care, teaching classes to the children of the
community, etc. for a total of US$ 3.6 million. However, after
the 2017 violence in the Rakhine state in Myanmar, several
projects were halted, and the Fael Khair Program assistance
moved to the Rohingya Refugee Camps in Cox’s Bazar district
in Bangladesh. The Fael Khair Program approved a US$ 7.3
million for a Primary Education and Vocational Training project
in cooperation with UNICEF targeting the Rohingya Refugee
Camps, thus, providing a parallel line of Primary Education
to the children of the Rohingya Community in addition to
vocational training for their youth. The project is ongoing and
expected to be completed in mid 2019, In September 2018,
Fael Khair Program approved a US$ 1.824 million project for
establishing a Field Hospital for Women and Children at the
Rohingya Camp-4 in Cox’s Bazar, then in November 2018 it
approved an additional comprehensive health project in worth
US$ 8.5m in collaboration with IFRC (International Federation
of Red Cross / Crescent).

rushed to help.

An amount of USD 26.67 million was allocated to support the water
and education sectors in Somalia. This includes the drilling of 72 deep
wells for water supply to families, cattle and irrigation all over Somalia.
The project also covers the construction and furnishing of 35 schools
to provide education for children of settled families. Moreover, the
grant provides studies, expertise and training services for capacity
building of both the water and education sectors, which consequently
help in managing the operation and utilization of the facilities and its
sustainability.

Expected Socio-economic Results

The supply of water for drinking and irrigation is vital for stability and
will have positive impacts on ending the suffering of the population of
drought-prone areas. It will be a key factor of stability and resettlement
of immigrant families, helping them to resume the education of their
children. Such developments will have a positive socio-economic
impact on the Somali society as a whole, which in turn will influence
the long-term socio-economic and development indicators.

Implementation started in early 2014 and the digging of wells expected to be completed by the end of 2018. The building of schools
in the vicinity of the wells started in April 2018 and will continue until the end of 2020.

The Islamic Relief (UK) and IHH (Turkey) are the IDB partners for the drilling of the wells in Northern Somalia (Puntland and Somaliland),
and Central and Southern Somalia, respectively.

According to the plan, the digging of the 72 wells in all parts of Somalia will be completed, whereas the construction of the 35
schools is ongoing with the assigned Consultant to ensure quality of implementation and completion of the project according
to the planned schedule.

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The project is in response to the cyclone Sidr that hit Bangladesh back in 2007 resulting in huge loss of lives and property.
It comprised two axes: the first is to provide emergency relief for cyclone-affected population in the short run and the second
aims to protect the locals from the dangers of future disasters by building schools cum shelters.

Axis 1

Providing $20 million worth of emergency relief
under the umbrella of the “Fael Khair” endowment
fund (Waqf) in Bangladesh.

It aims at assisting affected families return to
normalcy and improving their pre-cyclone living
conditions through financing rural activities such
as agriculture, cattle and poultry raising, provision
of fishing boats, nets and modern agricultural
equipment, and protection of fisheries. The project
also provides free training courses for beneficiaries,
particularlyinthe domain of agriculture andfisheries.
In the long run, the project aims to contribute to the
maintenance costs for shelters/schools through
long-term profitable investment of part of the Wagf
with a view to generating a sustainable income
covering the administrative costs of the Wagf. The
project was recycled 7.5 times, bringing the total
value of loans to US$ 150 million.

It aims to protect the local population from the
dangers of future disasters through building
shelters in the cyclone-prone areas.

Shelters were designed for dual purposes:
to be used as schools in normal days and as
environment-friendly self-sustaining buildings
in times of disasters. The buildings are
equipped with solar panels generating enough
electricity even when the national power grid
is affected during disasters. The buildings are
also equipped with tanks for collecting drinking
rainwater throughout the year. Furthermore
the shelters were built to cater for cattle and
vehicles, which are valuable assets in rural areas.
Total value for construction of shelters/schools
amounts to at US$ 110 million.

Impact & Socio - Economic
Results

An early impact report for the rehabilitation
component was made by an independent
Consultant (Impact Assessment Study of the
FKW Rehabilitation and Livelihood Program and
Implementing NGOs, dated May 2016 by Institute
for Inclusive Finance and Development), and
revealed that:

* The targeted households has an increase in non-
land assets, higher spending, less malnutrition, and
less percentage of multidimensional poor households
in the targeted study as compared with the control
households.

* The targeted households incurred higher
losses due to the SIDR Cyclone than the control
households, however, they recouped their losses
more rapidly and more significantly.

* A full Impact Analysis of the whole project will be
conducted upon completion of all its components, and
it will show (by numbers) the benefits of the project on
the lives of the poor.

Furthermore, IsDB’s Group Operations Evaluation
Department has carried out full post evaluation of
thewhole program and ledto satisfactory conclusion
in terms of relevance, efficiency, effectiveness, and
sustainability.

Implementation
Timeline and Progress

The project started in the aftermath of Cyclone Sidr
that hit the coast of Bangladesh in November 2007.
Construction works began soon after the completion
of surveys, site selection and the official coordination
procedures with the Government of Bangladesh. In
view of the large scale of the project, it was completed
and delivered in phases starting from 2011. The last
phase of shelters/schools was be delivered end of
March 2019.

The project has been fully implemented despite the
numerous challenges and dispersed locations, and
as a result , as out of 172, 145 schools/shelters have
already been delivered to the local communities in
Bangladesh.

FAELKHAIR PROGRAM 3 5
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Beneficiary Groups and Impact

The total number of project beneficiaries reached 41,300 students in the targeted 172 schools. The project has provided (interest-free) micro-
credits for a total number of 329,000 cyclone-affected locals. The allocated US$ 20 million has so far been rolled over approximately 7.5 times,
bringing the total amount of micro-credit loans to US$ 150 million. The average amount of loans granted monthly was in excess of US$ 1 million

during the peak period of the program.
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Sponsoring and Education of the Orphan Victims of Tsunami in Indonesia (Second Phase)

The second phase of the Program began with the scholarships for University Studies to the outstanding 8 students
and will increase the number as needed and preliminary results.

Beneficiary Groups and Impact

The project benefits 5,310 orphans who have lost either or both of their parents,
supported by 20 volunteers from all parts of the world. The total amount allocated to the
project was US$ 28.5 million for 15 years. Fael Khair accounts for US$ 9.4 million of the
total allocation to sponsor 2,000 children. Out of the $30 per orphan monthly allocation,
a deduction of 1 dollarforteachers’ salaries and 5 dollars for health and treatment, school
fees and clothes is made. The project had a positive impact on the orphaned children by
sponsoring them until they become capable of joining universities and integrating into
the society through work for their own benefit and that of their societies to be agents of
development in their countries.
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Socio-economic Results

The outbreak of Ebola caused heavy and
unprecedented economic, development and
human losses in West Africa, particularly in Sierra
Leone, Liberia and Guinea. The negative economic
impacts affected public life in the three countries as
a direct result of the drop in government revenues
from taxes, custom fees and commodities, leading
to inflation and an upsurge in prices of many
consumer goods. The three countries suffered
from the increased number of casualties from
the devastating epidemic, which had detrimental
effects on progress and sustainable development
results in those countries. The epidemic took its
heavy toll on the social bonds within families due to
the spread of panic among the patients and those
with whom they interact with. The project made a
significant contribution in support of the education
sector (it helped reopen closed schools) and health.
Four health centres were established and equipped
in the epidemic hotspots of Guinea.

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he project contributed to the efforts made to

combat the outbreak of Ebola in four African
countries, namely Mali, Sierra Leone, Guinea and
Liberia, and preventing its spread beyond these
countries. The project places special emphasis on the
sectors of health and education, providing support
for health infrastructure and the safe re-opening of
schools, which remained closed for months in these
countries for fear of the spread of the disease among
students. The top priority of schools was the installation
of temperature sensors (at school entrances and
educational facilities) to detect, isolate and treat
teachers and students suspected of infection. Airports
and public places were provided with computer-
linked thermal cameras among travelers and the local
population.

Total amount allocated to this project was US$ 35
million, distributed among the four countries as
follows: US$ 12 million for Guinea, US$ 6 million for
Liberia, US$ 6 million for Sierra Leone and US$ 2.5
million for Mali. The remaining US$ 8.5 million was
deliberately planned for crosscutting projects and to
strengthen the regional epidemiologic surveillance.

The project is the latest approved project; it aims
to establish and provide various educational and
medical facilities, clean water and sanitation services
for the affected community in the region and
encourage their stability to lead a normal and safe
life.

More than 67,000 thermometers sensors were
distributed to schools and health units. More
than 8,500 teachers and health workers have
received training on the use of the sensors and
implementation of the prevention procedures.
Training was also provided to numerous
medical equipment specialists working in health
laboratories and the laboratories prepared by the
Project (four are almost ready and five still in the
contracting phase). Moreover, tens of thousands of
children in schools and thousands of passengers in
airports and public places were examined for early
diagnosis of the disease.
